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Information about the device

Device description

The voltage detector detects alternating voltage (AC) and signals

it to the user via a flashing LED and an acoustic signal.

The device can be used for finding a cable break or determining
the presence of alternating voltage in fuses, wires and cables.

Additionally the measuring device is equipped with an
integrated LED torch.

Remove the batteries from the device.

Operation

Inserting the batteries

Note
Make sure that the surface of the device is dry and the
device is switched off.

Insert the batteries contained in the scope of delivery
(2 x 1.5V AAA) before first use.

Please proceed as follows to insert the batteries into the device:

Press down the clip (2).

Pull the battery compartment cover (5) back.

Insert the batteries into the battery compartment (6) with
correct polarity.

Slide the battery compartment cover (5) back onto the
device and make sure that the clip (2) engages.
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Switching the device on
1. Switch the device on by pressing the device power

button (1).

= A brief acoustic signal is emitted, and the measuring
tip (7) lights up green.

N\ Info
After switch-on, the device's measurement sensitivity
‘ is always set to 200 V to 1000 V. In order to detect
lower AC voltages, you have to select sensitivity level 2
before starting the measurement.

Setting the measurement sensitivity
The device BE15 has two sensitivity levels.

Sensitivity level AC voltage LED colour
measuring range |measuring tip

1 200Vto 1000V  |[green

2 24 Vto 1000V orange

Please proceed as follows to change the sensitivity level:
1. Switch the device on.
= After switch-on, the device's measurement sensitivity is
set to 200 V to 1000 V.
2. Briefly press the sensitivity selection button (1) once.
= The measuring tip lights up orange, and sensitivity
level 2 is set.
= The device's measurement sensitivity is now set to 24 V
to 1000 V.

Checking the device's functionality before measuring

Note

Before commissioning, check the function of the
device at a known voltage source, e.g. on a known and
safe 230 V voltage source or on a known and safe
9V battery. Select the correct measuring range!

v' Charged batteries have been inserted into the device.

1. Switch the device on.

2. Hold the measuring tip (7) to a known source of voltage.

= The measuring tip (7) flashes red.
= A repetitive acoustic signal is emitted.
= You can now use the device to detect AC voltages.
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Detecting AC voltage
v" Charged batteries have been inserted into the device.
v" The device's functionality has been tested successfully.
1. Switch the device on.
2. Select the desired sensitivity level.
3. Hold the device near the AC voltage source to be
measured.

= If there is an AC voltage within the selected sensitivity
range present at the source, the measuring tip (7) will
flash and a repetitive acoustic signal will be emitted.

Switching on the torch

Please proceed as follows to use the torch:
v' Charged batteries have been inserted into the device.
1. Press and hold the LED torch power button (3).
= The LED torch (4) will be illuminated for as long as the
LED torch power button (3) is pressed.
2. Let go of the LED torch power button (3) to switch off the
LED torch.

Maintenance and repair

Battery change

A battery change is required when the device can no longer be
switched on (see chapter Inserting the batteries).

Cleaning

Clean the device with a soft, damp and lint-free cloth. Make
sure that no moisture enters the housing. Do not use any
sprays, solvents, alcohol-based cleaning agents or abrasive
cleaners, but only clean water to moisten the cloth.

Repair
Do not modify the device or install any spare parts. For repairs
or device testing, contact the manufacturer.

Disposal

Always dispose of packing materials in an environmentally
friendly manner and in accordance with the applicable local
disposal regulations.
